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Eastern Red Cedar- It is an aromatic tree, with reddish wood giving off the scent of cedar chests. The eastern red cedar grows to a height of 40–50' and a spread of 8–20' at maturity. Full sun is the ideal condition for this tree, meaning it should get at least six hours of direct, unfiltered sunlight each day. Tolerates heat, salt, a wide range of soils and other adverse conditions. Use on the farm in windbreaks and in city landscapes for hedges, screens, clumps or even as specimen trees.
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Canadian Hemlock-Short, soft light yellow green needles in spring changing to glossy dark green. Likes moist, organic well-drained soils. Tolerates shade well. Does not tolerate drought and wind.
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Colorado Blue Spruce – A handsome ornamental specimen or use as a dense, colorful screen or windbreak. Does well in ordinary soil with average moisture and full sun. Color in Colorado Blue Spruce is influenced by spacing and soil fertility.
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Douglas Fir- A splendid pyramidal evergreen conifer, with short-stalked flat, dark green or bluish green needles, 
maturity.  A hardy, rapid growing tree that does well in a variety of soils, but does best in deep, well drained soils.  Beautiful Christmas tree, picturesque ornamental, windbreak and can be sheared as a hedge.

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Scotch Pine – Beautiful evergreen with rigid, bluish green needles. A vigorous growing, hardy plant, adjusts itself to dry soils. Easily transplanted. One of the fastest-growing of the pine family. Popular for Christmas tree producers, a good ornamental for specimen planting. Excellent for windbreak use.
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Norway Spruce – A graceful pyramidal with shiny, dark green needles.  Beautiful spreading branches with drooping twigs.  An extremely hardy tree that grows in most soil conditions.  Makes a charming Christmas tree, an appealing ornament specimen, or an protective windbreak.  Fast growth makes this spruce ideal for timber.  
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White Pine – A majestic evergreen, this very hardy pine grows stately and gracefully tall.  Needles are soft and bluish green in color, Bark is thin, smooth and greenish-brown, darkening as tree matures.  With adequate moisture, growth can be 12” to 18” per year.  Ideal for specimen planting, shade, and windbreaks.
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White Oak – grows up to over 100 feet tall, with a round to wide spreading irregular crown with purple-red fall color. This tree grows at a slow to medium rate in full sun and partial shade. It can tolerate moderate drought and occasional wet soil.
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Scarlet Maple- A handsome native tree growing to 50 to 60 feet developing a round head of green leaves with silver undercolor.  Silver-gray bark, with leaves turning brilliant crimson in fall. Grows well in all soil types.  
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Amur River Maple – A small maple attaining a height of approximately 20 feet.  A very decorative maple with small leaves.  Turns a brilliant red in fall.  Grows well in moist soils, in sun and does not require regular pruning.  Good noise barrier or tall screen.
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Paw Paw – Growing to 15 to 20 feet, this beautiful native tree does well in moist to well drained soils, in shade to full sun.  Landscape interest with purple flowers in spring, green waxy leaves in summer, golden fall color and edible fruit. 
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Kousa Dogwood- Flowering tree growing in popularity because of its uniform growth and pure white star shaped flowers appearing later in the spring and lasting several weeks.  Landscape uses are numerous. 
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American Redbud – A small flat-topped tee, producing pink blooms on bare stems in early spring.  Foliage is large and heart shaped, changing to yellow in the fall.  Does well in protected location. 
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American Hazelnut – A small, multi-stemmed tree producing edible nuts also known as filberts.  Dark green foliage in summer turning bright yellow in fall. 
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Persimmon – Growing to 60 feet, this native tree does well in difficult extremely dry soils.  Fragrant white flowers in spring yield orange edible fruit in the fall. 
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Butternut (White Walnut) – Tree is best known for the rich quality of its wood.  Nuts resemble black walnuts, but with a spicy flavor. 
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Everbearing Strawberry Plants- Strawberries are one of the easiest fruits for the home gardener to grow and one of the most rewarding. This perennial blooms spring and summer prior to bearing fruit. Will produce large juicy berries throughout the summer. Comes bare-root.
