• Maintain personal contact with and be able to explain the District programs to the public 
• Assist with all other District programs as needed 
• Performs other related duties as requested by District Manager 
• Demonstrate regular and predictable attendance at work and related meetings, including some evening and weekend obligations 
• Answer phone, meet office callers and furnish information 
• Maintain good working relationship with local, state and federal government agencies and organizations
